Planning:
The following Planning issues have arisen since my last report:
W/25/3362185. W/25/01753/FUL
The Mearse, Upper Moor. The appeal to convert two holiday lets into one residence was dismissed on a technicality and resulted in an immediate re-application which we would expect to be approved.
W/25/3363902
The Milking Field, Church Lane. The appeal to build two residences on the field beyond wyre house was turned down on the grounds of lack of accessibility to local services and facilities, and damage to the Wyre Piddle Conservation Area. 
Land on Wyre Hill
A public consultation by the developers has been initiated regarding a proposed development of 42 affordable homes on the field on the right of Wyre Hill as you leave the village. This area has been subject to applications which were refused a decade ago but today’s planning climate is very different. The Parish Council will arrange consultation with our parishioners once a formal application has been made. 
Litter:
There is a significant amount of litter between Wyre Piddle and Upper Moor which needs removing, otherwise the village is clean. Thanks to all the people who pick up litter and keep the village and surrounding roads litter free. 
Public Transport:
Local bus timetables are being renegotiated. We have asked for a service to and from Pershore on the same day. 
Worcestershire On Demand is a new bespoke service which is a good offering, funded by central government, and we are encouraging our parishioners to use it. It is cheap, and free to children under 5 and those with bus passes.
